Create a procedure that could be scheduled to update the End Date of a Product List per Customer record, based on the below conditions.  
Procedure should only check those Product List per Customer Records for item codes CE0750XXXX, CE0751XXXX, CE0959XXXX.

The following two fields are the variables to be checked, to determine if the PLPC line should be end dated:
1) Service quantity is ‘0.’
2) The start date of the PLPC record is AT LEAST 8 weeks old.
