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1.1 [bookmark: _Toc275518261]Background and Purpose

[bookmark: _Toc275518262]Aramark has a current program that manages PO’s and interfaces to ABS.  We have had issues and customer complaints that we are not able to get the correct PO on the customer leading to upset customers and inability to be able to collect on services provided.  The current interface has to distinguish between Single and Predefined contracts, multiple contracts, expiration dates / contracts etc.  
The team is requesting to simplify the way we manage PO’s by creating a single customer field.  
Below are some of the requirements . . .
· The new field on the customer will need to be able to handle an up to 19 character alpha numeric purchase order #.  

· We need the ability to give access to the field or restrict access to the field by user group
· Perhaps leveraging the Maintain Access Rights List dialog

· We need to be able to integrate data into the ABS customer PO field from and outside PO management system.  Integration tables would need to be updated for this
· TBD if this is Bi-Directional

· We would want to update the invoice logic in ABS to pull directly from this new field and no longer looks to the single customer PO or Contract PO fields.

· We will need to validate if any changes would be needed on the ABS to Oracle invoice interface or if this would just continue to populate the invoice header as it does today


1.2 Detailed request

1.2.1 Customer level field

Create a new alpha-numeric field at the Customer level.  Field to be 19 characters long (minimum).  Label can be Customer Reference PO.  There is no need for any expiration date, value, active/inactive, or anything additional related to this field – only a simple PO number (alpha-numeric).


1.2.2 System Setting
Create a new system setting to regulate invoicing behavior, as well as editability of PO-related fields that currently exist in application.

1.2.3 Direct Invoicing changes
Honor system setting in invoice generation – when system setting is set to use customer reference PO (new PO field), invoice generation must ignore existing PO data at customer/contract customer level, and should populate invoiceheader PO field with value from new customer level field.

1.2.4 Disable current PO fields based on system setting
If system setting set to user customer reference PO, disable the PO fields (PO number, expiration date, value) for single customer contracts so the user is not able to enter/modify any data in those fields in the application.
At the contract level – need to also disable the PO functionality so user cannot add/modify/update PO information for customers linked to the predefined contract.

1.2.4 Extend User Access Rights module 
Extend the functionality of the User Access Rights module to include this new customer reference PO field, so laundry is able to grant/restrict access to the Java client field based on access rights list.

1.2.5 Database/interfacing extensions

1.2.5.1 ERP O interfacing
AUS will need to pass data from ABS to Oracle (or other systems) via ERP interface tables.  If the customer reference PO field is updated in ABS, this data will need to be passed out.
So, create new ERP_O table for customer PO data, and related export process to populate this table.

1.2.5.2 Conversion tool
Extend ABS standard conversion tool with this new field at Customer level, to allow AUS to convert data in accordingly.

1.2.5.3 ERP_I_Customer
Extend ERP_I_Customer with this new field, to allow AUS to pass this data point in for new customers being created via ERP interface.

1.2.5.4 ERP_U_Customer
Extend ERP_U_Customer with this new field, to allow AUS to update this data point for existing customers via ERP interface.

1.3 Downgrade
Downgrade to AUS dedicated release (releases).
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
