Pink Linen does not follow the normal quality standards for HCSC linen. This is a way to gain added servings of linens that
wouldn’t otherwise meet quality standards by filtering them into a high loss area (EMS transports). The following standards should be followed:
1. Holes smaller than a ¼” are ok.
2. Larger holes and tears are ok if sewn shut.
3. Only small light stains are acceptable.
4. Excessive pulls are unacceptable and should be cut off before serving.
