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1 Introduction

1.1 Background and Purpose 
For our customer Albert Heijn we send DESADV and INVOIC EDI-messages for their logistics.

There is an interface at the moment between ABS dos and LipsEDI. When going live in the pilot with Lips Tiel we need the same interface between ABS Absolute and LipsEDI.

1.2 Scope
 At completion of the delivery note a file must be generated in an export directory; the name of the file must has 1 fixed part: “edi” and 2 variable parts: the customer number and a date-time-stamp; e.g. “edi_21001_090918_154903

- This is triggered in ABS Absolute based on an edi checkbox on the level of the customer.

- LipsEDI is checking in the same directory if there are files present; on completion of the import of every single file the file is removed.

2 Functionality Description

2.3.1 Special tab: New checkbox ‘Export Delivery Note Information 

Attribute

Default the checkbox will be unchecked.
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2.4 Creation of the DN export file
2.4.1 Finalization of Delivery Notes
The DN export file will be generated during the finalization process of the DN.

The following dialogs are involved *:
· Delivery Notes
· Batch Delivery Notes
· Maintain Packing and Delivery Notes
· Out Scan 

* In some additional modules it is also possible to finalize delivery notes. These additional modules are not within the scope of this FD.

2.5 Resend of DN export file
2.5.1 Maintain Packing - & Delivery Notes
In Maintain Packing and Delivery Notes, customer tab, a new button will be added, if the module ‘EXPORTDELNOTEINFO‘  is in the license of the plant. This button is called ‘Resend DN export file’.

The ‘Resend DN export file’ is only enabled if the selected DN has status ‘Processed’.
Multi-selection is possible, however if one of the selected DN does not have status ‘Processed’ then the button will be disabled.
