Enable Discovery Cache
If there is a long delay in logging in to EM, it is recommended to enable discovery cache.
A similar message appears: “Login is taking more time than usual. Total login time is 324943 ms, discovery time is 322634 ms. Consider enabling discovery cache and/or improving application server performance.”
The solution consists of setting the proper value to the System mBean property “oracle.sysman.emas.discovery.wls.FMW_DISCOVERY_USE_CACHED_RESULTS“.

Log out from EM and login again to check the login is faster and that the information message doesn’t appear.
