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Use the FTP OracleDB/BI_ABS_Lin_19cr1_v1.dbt template for Linux.

It is important that the OAS installation contains a tnsnames.ora file holding an ABS1 entry that point to the database containing the ETL schema. The easiest way to create this is to copy the tnsnames.ora file from the database to the OAS folders with the following commands:
